Here
is the same pattern.

As a Christian, 1 believe these three characteristics of temptation have a demonic
origin. | understand that not everyone agrees, but the fact remains that the psychology is similar whether your
temptations have a supernatural or a secular origin. Look carefully and evaluate the media for yourself. Listen carefully
to the pitch. | think you will agree that the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eye, and pride of life are thrown at us each
and every day. Knowledge can help with temptation. Succumbing to temptation can cause lots of trouble.

The President of the United States of America, authorized by Act of Congress, March
3, 1863, has awarded, in the name of The Congress, the Medal of Honor to

CHIEF MASTER SERGEANT RICHARD L. ETCHBERGER

UNITED STATES AIR FORCE

For conspicuous gallantry and intrepidity at the risk of life above and beyond the
call of duty.

Chief Master Sergeant Richard L. Etchberger distinguished himself by
extraordinary heroism on March 11, 1968, in the country of Laos, while assigned as
Ground Radar Superintendent, Detachment 1, 1043d Radar Evaluation Squadron. On
that date, Chief Etchberger and his team of technicians were manning a top secret
defensive position at Lima Site 85 when the base was overrun by an enemy ground force.
Receiving sustained and withering heavy artillery attacks directly upon his unit’s
position, Chief Etchberger’s entire crew lay dead or severely wounded. Despite having
received little or no combat training, Chief Etchberger single-handedly held off the
enemy with an M-16, while simultaneously directing air strikes into the area and calling
for air rescue. Because of his fierce defense and heroic and selfless actions, he was able
to deny the enemy access to his position and save the lives of his remaining crew. With
the arrival of the rescue aircraft, Chief Etchberger, without hesitation, repeatedly and
deliberately risked his own life, exposing himself to heavy enemy fire in order to place
three surviving wounded comrades into rescue slings hanging from the hovering
helicopter waiting to airlift them to safety. With his remaining crew safely aboard, Chief
Etchberger finally climbed into an evacuation sling himself, only to be fatally wounded
by enemy ground fire as he was being raised into the aircraft. Chief Etchberger’s bravery
and determination in the face of persistent enemy fire and overwhelming odds are in
keeping with the highest standards of performance and traditions of military service.
Chief Etchberger’s gallantry, self-sacrifice, and profound concern for his fellow men at
risk of his life, above and beyond the call of duty, reflect the highest credit upon himself
and the United States Air Force.

We felt that
we can allow more members to read or download the Membership Roster using the PDF format as it is
the “de-facto” internet standard and that the Adobe Reader program can be downloaded free. You
can use the PDF OR WORD EDIT/FIND functions to find names, units, etc, on the Membership Roster. The
Communicators are in a PDF format only as that is the format we have use to have the Communicators
printed. We now have Communicators archived on the web site staring in June 2006. The November
2006 issuve is not available due to a glitch on our part.

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Tax break for N.J. veterans doesn’t measure up

hen is a veteran

not a veteran? An-
swer: It depends on where
you live.

For example, most but
not all of New Jersey’s vet-
erans get a property tax re-
duction of $250 and veter-
ans who have been given a
100 percent disability rat-
ing by the VA for injuries,
or illnesses, that are|serv-
ice-connected get a \Jraiver
on their property tax,
which saves them thou-
sands of dollars every
year. Other states offer dif-
ferent packages.

Some veterans have
asked the questions: How
did the $250 property tax
reduction come to being?
Why don’t all New Jersey
veterans get the property
tax reduction? How is the
veterans property tax re-
duction handled in other
states?

It all started shortly
after the Korean War when
there was an effort by the
New Jersey veterans to get
some benefit from the state
for serving in World War I
and the Korean War. Fi-
nally, the state legislators,
in their finite wisdom, de-
cided to put the question
on the ballot for the voters
to decide. The question
was whether there should
be a 10 percent property
tax reduction for veterans,
or should there be a flat
$50 reduction?

Although it might not be
believable, the $50 tax re-
duction was higher than
the 10 percent that most
people were paying in

property tax and the $50
flat rate was voted into
law.

Despite rapidly rising
property taxes, the rate
stayed steady for a great
many years until there
was another movement to
raise the veteran’s prop-
erty tax reduction. Again,
the state legislators de-
cided they didn’t want to
raise the amount by too
much. Their collective
minds came up with the
idea to increase the
amount by increments,
and it took many more
years for the veteran’s
property tax reduction to
rise to the incredibly small
amount of $250 — which
still stands today.

Why don’t all veterans
get this property tax reduc-
tion? To quote from the
New Jersey Veterans’
Guide, “The New Jersey
Property Tax Exemption
and Deduction require vet-
erans to serve during a
specific war period,” and
to have “received an hon-
orable discharge or under
honorable conditions.”

This provision also in-
cludes other state veter-
ans’ benefits as well.

For example, a young
woman from New Jersey
who served in the Army
during the Iraq War (a
specified war period) was
assigned to duty in Eng-
land. During her stay
there, she was injured in a
military accident. When
she was discharged, she re-
ceived a 20 percent disabil-
ity rating from the VA.

According to the laws in
New Jersey, she isn’t con-
sidered a veteran because
she did not serve two
weeks in a combat zone as
outlined in the law con-
cerning war periods after
the Vietnam era. This also
applies to others who
served in the military in
between war periods.
They, too, do not qualify
for New Jersey veterans
benefits.

How do other states han-
dle the veteran’s property
tax reduction or exemp-
tion? It varies from state to
state. Some states will re-
duce the estimated as-
sessed value (EAV) of the
property by $10,000-$50,000
for tax purposes and base
the veteran’s property
taxes on the reduced
amount. Some states will
give a flat reduction of
$1,000-$2,000 dollars off the
property tax. One state of-
fers a 15 percent tax
exemption for veterans
and an additional 10 per-
cent tax reduction for
those who served in a war
period, which translates to
25 percent tax reduction
for wartime veterans.

Most states will waive
property taxes for those
veterans who have a 100
percent service-connected
disability. Some states will
even adjust veteran’s prop-
erty taxes based on the de-
gree of service-connected
disability. Many of the
states use the “war period”
criteria, or age and income
to determine the veteran’s
tax reduction. ¢

There seems to be no
standard method among
the states to determine the
veteran'’s tax reduction
and/or veteran state bene-
fits. Each state makes the
decision of who is consid-
ered a veteran.

There have been discus-
sions in the past to raise
New Jersey veterans’ prop-
erty tax reduction to be in
line with other states.
However, based on New
Jersey’s present financial
situation, it isn’t likely
that the New Jersey Legis-
lature will increase the
veterans’ property tax re-
duction, or change the re-
quirements for veteran’s
status.

Even if the 600,000 veter-
ans in New Jersey would
raise their voices in har-
mony to persuade the state
legislators to raise the vet-
erans’ property tax, it
would still be an uphill
battle.

During WW-2 the Ulithi Atoll was one of the largest fleet
anchorages in the Pacific.

400 ft long and 40 ft high ,capable of housing two or three
aircraft ,which could be launched at sea. The Mission they
were assigned to was to drop chemical, plague & bacteria on
such places as the Panama Canal & the Ulithi Anchorages.
As the Atom Bomb helped end the war in the Pacific,and the
Japs gave up, two Honorable Jap Commanders of the Subs
surrendered, this resulted in the saving of many lives.

This info was discovered by the University of Hawai during a
diving investigation many years later.

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Hail Columbia!

As an Air Force Airman assigned to the 2045th Comm. Group, | was selected for duty to the
White House Communications Agency. | reported for duty in January 1980. After months of
training and testing | was awarded the position of Presidential Communicator; operating the
tactical switchboard and radio network for the President, Vice President, Secret Service, and
the Senior White House staff. | arrived carly for work on the morning of April 12, 1981 and went
to the break area to witness the history making first launch of the Columbia Space Shuttle which
occurred at 7:00:03 a.m. EST. After watching the liftoff, losing sight of the shuttle, then secing a
streak of light racing to the stars | was called to the morning briefing. | was assigned to the
Special Operator position and my duty was to respond quickly to the President, VP, & Senior WH
staff, patching calls by telephone or radio anywhere in the world. At 0712 Vice President
George H. W. Bush called from his car-phone and wanted to speak to the crew of the space
shuttle Columbia. He instructed me that he wanted to take the call in his office and would arrive
in 10 minutes. | responded to the Vice President like he had asked me to call his chief of staff
not having a clue how to make the call. How do you call a spacecraft? | asked my supervisor
and he didn't have a clue cither. Being born and raised around Washington DC with a family

working within NASA | knew Goddard Space Center in f—
Greenbelt Maryland was a communications tracking facility. &
With approval from my supervisor | called the commercial \
number in the public phonebook and told them who | was, \
what | wanted, and if they could help. The next thing | knew \
I'm patched to the Pilot of the space shuttle Columbia, Robert
Crippen. It happened so fast we had 5 minutes to spare so |
asked NASA and the Pilot if they could hold the line for 5 min-
utes. NASA responded by saying sure no problem. With that,
Pilot Crippen asked if we could patch some music up to them
while they waited, | said sure and patched country music up to
the space shuttle. On an earlier trip with the President to
Cleveland, Ohio | discovered a radio station with country
music that you could dial into and get their broadcast. I'm
sure that was a first. Anyway when the Vice President picked [ =
up his office phone | had to drop the music patch, answer the [ 4
Vice President, and introduce the Space Shuttle crew. Easy
huh, not when making the introductions the Pilot interrupted
thanking me for the music and the VP is wondering, what
music? | didn't respond to Pilot Robert Crippen but instead
re-introduced the crew and assured the Vice President the
crew was on the line. The Vice President spoke to the crew,
congratulated them for a successful launch, and wished them
Godspeed (from one Veteran pilot to another in my humble
opinion). In the first 20 minutes of my shift | made communi-
cations history by making the first phone call to a space shut-
tle for the Vice President of the United States and providing
music for the space shuttle crew.

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POW CEREMONY Page 1 of 2
Last year, during the Bavarian dinner, Martha and I were seated
with Bill Bethea and his wife. The discussions revolved around
many subjects and the POW CEREMONY came up. I told Bill I
enjoyed this item on the banquet agenda, as [ had known a number
of individuals who had endured this deprivation and sympathized
with them. I mentioned a person with whom I had served about 60
years ago. As Bill was going to be one of the hosts of this years
reunion, I said, if he and the other hosts approved, I would tell this
story as the lead in to the POW CEREMONY. This individual was
an AACS member at the time I knew him. This should make his
story appropriate for this gathering. Has anybody here known a
troop by the name of WILD BILL BEGLEY? He is the person I am
going to talk about. Throughout the first six months of 1951, Bill,
and his middle name was Bill, and I were attending the Advance
Radio Repair, Ground Equipment course at Scott AFB. During the
course of the school, we all shared our past experiences. Bill had by
far the most intriguing story of all. He had enlisted some time
before WWII. He had been assigned to a pursuit sqdn and
proceeded to do his boot camp in the sqdn to which he was
assigned. Now Bill, if you hadn’t assumed by now, was American
Indian. He had enlisted with some of his friends and they were now
ready for OJT on some skill needed in the unit. This was before HR
People. The First Serg would have them line up alphabetically by
rank (pvt) and then he would have them come by his table, state
their name, rank and what field they wanted to train in. With Bill, it
was Wild Bill Begley, I want to be a radioman. The First Sarg
became upset because Bill used his middle name. When things
cooled off, he accepted Bill. Next in line was Buffalo Bill Cody. It
was not a good day for the first shirt. Things rocked along and the
unit was shipped overseas. They arrived in Manila, PI in Nov of
1941. You know what happened Dec 7. Their planes had not
arrived, so along with several other AAF units they were formed
into provisional infantry regiments under the command of an
infantry officer. From there, they were first placed in the lines
defending the approaches to Bataan, and then in the defense lines {
on Bataan. When the troops on the peninsula surrendered, his unit
was separated from the rest of the force, and for awhile fought as |
guerillas. They thus missed the death march. However, with their
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Page 2 of 2

limited knowledge of the area and lack of support, they soon
became a group of starving, weak and unarmed men. They then
began to look for survival opportunities. They were pretty despar-
ate by this time. They came on this group of American prisoners
who were on a detail under guard. The officer in command of Bills
small unit was able to recognize the Japanese officer in charge of
the guard detail. They had been classmates at a college in the States
before the war. He was able to work into a position where he could
talk to the Jap without being seen. After describing their
predicament, the Jap told him to wait until they started back to
camp and just fall in with his detail. They were losing prisoners all
the time and would not be noticed. And that is how he became a
POW. Now I have no details of his imprisonment so we can only
surmise the misery he went through. I was telling his story to a
friend of mine and said it is a strange tale and I really find it hard to
believe. This friend of mine, a WWII vet told me, there are many
strange things that come out of a war and most of them are
believable. A few days after I had told this story I was digging
through some of my old papers and ran across this SO copy. Lo and
behold, Bill and I were on this set of SO. We were shipping out of
Scott, he to Reese AFB, and I to Ellington. In 1951 the Hq's
publishing orders included data not included in later orders. Here is
where I began to put some hard facts to Bill’s history. Bill’s serial
number 19051934, tells me he enlisted not too long after the
changeover from the seven digit numbers issued since WW1 to the
eight numbers with corps area numbers the second digit. Bill came
from the western part of the country and had a low sequential
number. The other keys on the orders were his date returned to ZI,
28 Oct 1945, and his foreign service credits-47. This indicated Bill
had spent 47 months overseas and had returned 28 Oct 45. 1
attempted to query the personnel records system to add
documentation to this, but got an answer that his records like a lot
of ours, were burned up in the fire that destroyed the St Louis
Center. I then pulled a history of the loss of the Philippines,
published by the US Army, from my local library. It verified the
facts that several AAF units had arrived before Dec 7™ without their
aircraft. The need for manpower, necessitated that these personnel
be used as infantry. In the text, and on a number of maps,
provisional AAF infantry units were identified. I can only state that
what Bill told me 60 years ago is true. We have at least one AACS

brother that we honor here tonight. There are undoubtedly many
others. We may hear of those at later reunions.

QUESTION: Who or what are we ?

ANSWER: An Association that is comprised of over 2,200 members

who began their service in the Army Air Corps and/or the Signal

Corps before WWII and who served in the first dedicated communications
element to provide communications and air traffic control as its primary
mission and members who have served since then in any communications

or air traffic control unit, including those serving today. This new Army Air
Corps organization was formed in 1938 and was named the “Army Airways
Communications System” (AACS). During WWII, it was renamed the

“Air Communications Service” (ACS) and placed under the then

“Air Transport Command” and within months was renamed once again as

the “Airways and Air Communications Service” (AACS). In 1961, AACS was
clevated to a Major Air Command and renamed “Air Force

Communications Service” (AFCS). In 1979, the name was changed to

Air Force Communications Command” (AFCC). In the early 1990's the

Air Force was undergoing major reorganizations and realignment of functions
and AFCC was downsized and renamed the “Air Force Command, Control,
Communications & Computers Agency” (AFC4A) and shortly thereafter, was
renamed the “Air Force Communications Agency” (AFCA). Also in the carly
1990's, the Air Force created the “Air Force Flight Standards Agency” (AFFSA),
and reassigned air traffic control responsibilities to this new Agency and to the
Major Air Commands. In 2009, AFCA was renamed the “Air Force Integration
Center” and placed under the AF Space Command along with the newly
created 24th Air Force (for Cyber functions). Over the years since the AACS
Alumni Association was formed (1977) the membership criteria changed from
individuals who only served in AACS units, to include all
communicators/information/cyber/air traffic control and support skills
regardless of what Major or Joint Command an individual served in, including
today's active duty personnel.

The motto of “Fellowship in the Company of Equals” is more than just words,
but the glue that holds us all together through the different decades. The

Association is comprised of about 85% enlisted personnel and 15% officers,
which includes many General Officers, both active and retired.
